Memory Verse

Objective 

• To show the students Noah’s love for God 

and God’s love and care for him.  

 

• God saves Noah His son but punished the 

bad people.  

 

This lesson is based on the Scripture found 

in Genesis 6 through 8. 



People increased and spread around the earth. But 

they did not care about God anymore.   



They became evil and acted evil.
