Elisha and the Syrian Army

messages from God to the people.

» A prophet can also inform people of
things that will happen in the future
that are revealed to him/her by God.
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850 years before Christ, Elijah passed on his
mantle to his servant Elisha. It was time for

Elijah to go to heaven so Elisha took over.
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And Elijah was taken to heaven in a
whirlwind in a chariot of fire. Elijah was one
of the prophets who never tested death and
was taken to heaven alive.
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Elisha was a great prophet who lived long
ago in the land of Israel. He taught the

people to worship God and to obey God’s
‘ 

laws.
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In his house at Dothan, Elisha often knelt to talk to

the Lord and listen to His word. There he prayed
that the Israelites might be protected from their

fierce enemies, the Syrians.
’
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For a long time Benhadad, the cruel
king of Syria, had been at war with the

people of Israel.
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He called the captains of his army together and
they carefully planned where they would camp and

how they would trap the unsuspecting Israelite
army. —
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King Benhadad warned his men that not a
word must leak out. The whole success of

their plan depended on secrecy, and a
surprise attack. —
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While the Syrians secretly plotted, Elisha
stood quietly by the window of his house.

Then he called his servant, and said to him:
